The Educational Focus ltems for the February 23 Board meeting will include a presentation
from the Science Department Chairs regarding the Next Generation Science Standards and
Implementation.

2015-16 School Calendar

Dr. Scoft Helton, Superintendent of Schools, presented a draft of the 2015-16 School
Calendar. Some of the changes in next year's calendar include: October 7 and 8 will be
early dismissal days, followed by Parent-Teacher Conferences in the evening; the Monday
and Tuesday of Thanksgiving week will be attendance days; 1st-semester finals will be
administered before winter break; 2nd semester will begin with an Institute Day (January 4);
Casimir Pulaski Day (March 7) will be an attendance day; 2nd-semester finals will be
administered before Memorial Day, if no Emergency Days are used. This calendar aligns
closely with our feeder schools.

Working Cash Fund Transfer Legal Case Update

Mr. Edward Hoster, Chief Financial Officer, presented the recent Supreme Court decision
that rejected the request to appeal a favorable decision for 17 school districts throughout
DuPage County. The original court case involved an objection to the use of Working Cash
bond fransfer to complete construction projects. The claim was that school districts did not
have legal authority to use this process. The exposure to the districts involved the refund of
significant property tax revenue from 1998 through 2010, if the objectors were successful.

Vision 20/20 Update

Dr. Helton shared information about Vision 20/20, a new education initiative. Vision 20/20's
policy platform is comprised of four areas for prioritization, which are: Highly Effective
Educators; 21st Century Learning; Shared Accountability; and Equitable and Adequate
Funding. Each of these four areas address specific goals in improving education. A
Resolution will be presented at the next Board meeting in support of Vision 20/20.

Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers (PARCC) Update

Dr. Helton presented information from the State Superintendent and the United States
Department of Education with regard to PARCC. These letters clearly point out the
expectations associated with administering the PARCC assessment. District 88 is in full
compliance with the PARCC assessment.
