Joint Committee/PERA Update 
Mrs. Jean Barbanente, Assistant Superintendent, shared the progress toward the 
implementation of PERA. Significant change occurred during the last few years with regard to 
the teacher evaluation, including the process, timelines, and legal requirements.  The Joint 
Committee, made up of both administration and union leadership, worked on the plan and 
piloted the professional practice portion this school year.  The plan includes both formal, pre-
scheduled, observations as well as informal, unannounced classroom visits.  The PERA 
implementation is on track, and the committee will begin work on the student-growth 
component in August.

Student Fee/Online Textbook Update 
Mr. Hoster reported no changes in the student fees or ticket prices for the 2015-16 school 
year. However, with the expansion of online instructional materials, the district is introducing 
an online textbook access fee associated with certain courses. The online instructional 
materials will replace the traditional cost of textbooks and utilize current technology for the 
benefit of students, staff and parents. The courses are Consumer Management Online, 
Computer Science 2, AP Physics 1, AP Physics 2 and AP Microeconomics.
